Sentence Combining: A Sentence Construction Strategy for Grades 3 and up

writing. “Mastering sentence-construction skills is essential to learning to write. Limited sentence-con-
struction skills may hinder a writer’s ability to translate ideas into text. It may also inhibit or interfere with
other composing processes, as developing writers must devote considerable cognitive effort to sentence
construction”(Saddler and Graham, 2005).
