The Mexican-born Hinojosa is also the founder,

In 2011, Hinojosa became the first Latina
to anchor a Frontline report on PBS, Lost in
Detention, a documentary exploring the
issue of deportation and immigrant deten-
tion and abuse. She is also the executive
producer of America By the Numbers With
Maria Hinojosa, which examined Amer-
ica's changing demographics and the
stories behind them.

Hinojosa has won numerous honors
and awards for her work, including
four Emmy Awards; an American
Women in Radio and Television
Gracie Award for Individual
Achievement; a Robert F.

Kennedy Journalism

Award for Reporting on the
Disadvantaged; and a Radio
